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DAY SIX – TUESDAY – COSMOPOLITAN TEL AVIV TO DESSERT 

OASIS IN THE NEGEV 

• Full Israeli breakfast.  Check out of Hotel and drive through the Negev Desert to Mizpe Ramon and 

visit the Illan Ramon Welcome Center Museum in memory of the famous Israeli astronaut.  Check in 

to hotel for lunch and enjoy several hours of the elegant paradise in the dessert.  After dinner we 

will take a late night Jeep ride into the Machtesh, Israel’s version of the Grand Canyon for some 

special moments under the stars.

Take a bus to Machane Yehuda, the market on Erev Shabbat 

and lunch on our own, with time for shopping.  Return back to the Hotel for Shabbat preparations.
